A “B2Cxtension” add-on subroutine for B2C

Serial.b2c is a B2Cxtension for the B2C Cybiko compiler.  It adds functions that allow you to gain access to the Cybiko’s Serial port.

You must first download “ComPort.dl” to your Cybiko to use this capability.  This can be achieved automatically by modifying the .bld file as described below.

· File listing

· serial.b2c – the file with all of the code. Should be included into your B2C program.

· serialtest.b2c – an example program demonstrating usage of serial.b2c.

· serial.doc – documentation. You are reading this file right now.

· Comport.dl – a dynamic library that gives access to the serial port.

To install, first copy serial.b2c (the include file) into the same directory as your source file. Then add these lines to the top of your B2C source file:

include “serial.b2c”

Load “Comport.dl”
Also, add these lines to your .bld file:

[files]

comport.dl
to the top of your B2C source file. You should then be able to use the serial library to access the serial port.  Here is a listing of the included functions: (see the source code in serial.b2c for details)

serial_open
open the serial port

serial_close
close the serial port (you must do this before exiting)

serial_read
read a character from the serial port

serial_write
write a character to the serial port

serial_baud
set the baud rate

serial_databits
set the number of databits

serial_stopbits
set the number of stopbits

serial_parity
set the parity bits

serial_flow_control
set the flow control

serial_xon
set the xon character

serial_xoff
set the xoff character
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
